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Osiyo! (Oh-see-yoh) hello! Did you know
that the Tsalagi, or Cherokee, a long time
ago were part of the Iroquois people? If
not, the answer is: yes, we WERE ONE
TIME PART OF THE Iroquois people. When
standing on Mother Earth, looking up to
Grandfather Sky, have you ever wondered
why the sky is blue? ANSWER: the sky is
blue due to our atmosphere scattering
light. The sunlight in space is white and
when it passes through our atmosphere it
looks yellow.

Did you know that black is a mixture of all
the colors? ANSWER: when all the colors
are mixed together they will make the color
black. Get a piece of white drawing paper
and crayons. If you use red and white
crayon colors together, what color did it
turn? Now use yellow and add some blue.
What color did you get? If you mix
different crayon colors (do not use black
and white) eventually all the mixed colors
will make black.

HERE IS A FUN PROJECT: Use a piece of
white paper or cardboard. Get a glass and
place the top onto the paper and trace
around the glass to make a circle. Cut out
the circle and then using a ruler try to
make six equal pie shape sections. Add
the following colors to the circle: Starting
top left section — green, to right section —
blue. After blue, color next section violet.
After violet color the section red. After red,
color the next section orange. After
orange, color next section yellow. This
should bring you back to Green.
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Now poke a hole through the middle of the
circle with a pencil. Use a Styrofoam or
paper cup. Poke a hole through the cup
just a bit larger than the pencil. Then turn
cup over bottom facing up. Insert pencil
into bottom of cup. Leave about %2 inch
between the bottom of cup and the circle.
Spin the pencil with your hands. The faster
the pencil spins the colors will blend
together and it will look solid white as the
circle of colors are spinning.

HEY KIDS! Here is a fun idea. It is called:
“Sky in a jar”’ You wil/
straight sided glass, jar or plastic jar,

water, milk, measuring spoon, flashlight

and a dark room.

What to do: Fill container, glass or jar 2/3
full of water. Add 2 or one teaspoon of
milk. Stir. Take glass and flashlight to
dark room. Hold flashlight above glass.
Look at the water through the side of glass.
What do you see? Should be a blue tinted
color.

Now, hold flashlight to side of glass. Look
through glass on opposite side directly into
the light. What do you see? It should look
red in color. Now, hold flashlight
underneath glass. Look down the top of
the glass into the water. What do you see?
You should see a deeper red color.

Fill bowl 2/3 full with water. Place on floor,
table or ground if outdoors in direct

sunlight. Hold mirror under water toward
sun. With other hand hold a white paper or
cardboard in front and above mirror.

Adjust position of mirror until the sunlight
reflects on the paper or cardboard. What
happened? You saw a spectrum of light
being bent “refr abyttheosshy .
is blue, by the refraction of light.
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
